Source of Funds

Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. General Conditions of Contract

Definitions
	1.1
In this Contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

(a)
“The Contract” means the agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier, as recorded in the Contract Form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

(b)
“The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract for the full and proper performance of its contractual obligations.

(c)
“The Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials which the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.

(d)
“The Services” means those services ancillary to the supply of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of technical assistance, training, and other such obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract.

(e)
“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section.

(f)
“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(g)
“The Purchaser” means the organization purchasing the Goods, as named in SCC.

(h)
“The Purchaser’s country” is the country named in SCC.

(i)
“The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and Services under this Contract.

(j) “MRDEA-ERRA” means the Medical Rehabilitation of Persons with Disabilities in the Earthquake Affected Areas- Earthquake Reconstruction & Rehabilitation Authority”.

(k)
“The Project Site,” where applicable, means the place or places named in SCC.

(l)
“Day” means calendar day.

Application
	2.1
These General Conditions shall apply to the extent that they are not superseded by provisions of other parts of the Contract.



	3.
Standards
	3.1
The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specifications, and, when no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standards appropriate to the Goods’ country of origin.  Such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution.



	4.
Inspections and Tests
	4.1
The Purchaser or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or to test the Goods to confirm their conformity to the Contract specifications at no extra cost to the Purchaser.  SCC and the Technical Specifications shall specify what inspections and tests the Purchaser requires and where they are to be conducted.  The Purchaser shall notify the Supplier in writing, in a timely manner, of the identity of any samples (representatives) retained for these purposes.

The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its subcontractor(s), at point of delivery, and/or at the Goods’ final destination. As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier’s notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the Supplier’s time for performance, with or without liquidated damages, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of Contract.
