BACKGROUND 
Rain Water Harvesting (RWH) means capturing rain where it falls or capturing the run off in your own village or town. And taking measures to keep that water clean by not allowing polluting activities to take place in the catchments.

Therefore, water harvesting can be undertaken through a variety of ways

· Capturing water from roof tops.

· Capturing runoff from local catchments.

· Capturing seasonal floodwaters from local streams

· Conserving water through watershed management.

These techniques can serve the following purposes:

· Provide drinking water

· Provide irrigation water

· Increase groundwater recharge

· Reduce storm water discharges, Silting of the Dams, urban floods and overloading of sewer/sewage treatment plants.

In general, water harvesting is the activity of direct collection of rainwater. The rainwater collected can be stored for direct use or can be recharged into the groundwater. Rain is the first form of water that we know in the hydrological cycle, hence is a primary source of water for us. Rivers, lakes and groundwater are all secondary sources of water. In present times, we depend entirely on such secondary sources of water. In the process, it is forgotten that rain is the ultimate source that feeds all the secondary sources and remain ignorant of its value. Water harvesting means to understand the value of rain, to make optimum use of rain water at the place where it falls. 

PRODUCT OUTCOME 
A logo for Promotion of Rain Water Harvesting (PWRH) that reflects as much as possible: a. the Landscape of the country; b. the vision, mission and history of the Rainwater need; c. the spirit of PRWH system, uniqueness, and showcasing national culture that is basic requirement of Project.

Submissions are open to Educational institutions / Professional Organizations individuals are encouraged to forward submissions. 
TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS 
The Logo design:

· Must be in electronic format, capable of animation. 
· Should be submitted in color and black and white versions.
· The design should include the text: “Promotion of Rain Water Harvesting (PRWH).” 
· Design must be self explanatory of PRWH.

· It should not be pirated.
SELECTION PROCESS 
The selection of top ten contestants’ of draft logos submitted would be invited for final presentation and selection. Contestants would be given a detail presentation as well for final development and completion thereon.  All submissions would be acknowledged. 

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

The creator of the winning design will receive a cash award of Rs 20,000/- along with a Shield of appreciation.
