Disposal of Unserviceable Stores 

1. 
All interested parties duly registered with income & sales tax departments can participate.

2. 
The stores can be inspected on any working day during office hours 0830 to 1530 hrs till the last date of the receipt of bids.
3. 
The applicable taxes, if any, will be paid by the successful bidder over and above the offered price of respective item.
4. 
Offers for purchase/disposal of the asset shall not be considered unless accompanied by the earnest money to the extent of 10% of the total bid price in the form of a Bank Draft/Pay Order in the name of Director (Procurement).

The stores will be handed over to the successful bidder after completion of the procedural requirements.
6.
The normal period allowed for removal of stores etc. by the purchaser at his expense shall be 10 working days from the date of receipt of final payment from the purchaser.

If the stores etc are not removed within the stipulated period, ground rent @ 0.5% of the original sale price of the stores per day upto the maximum of 10% of total bid value shall be recovered from the purchaser before the stores are removed.
